If you enter unauthorised
airspace without clearance,
keep your transponder on
and contact ATC!

Turn on your transponder!
For VFR flights, the default code !
is 7000 in most countries. |
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Stay visible and don’t be shy

to communicate!

Navigation errors can lead
to mid-air collisions:

ADS-B, Automatic Dependent
Surveillance Broadcast, makes
you visible and makes other
equipped aircraft visible to you.

Communicate, stay visible and stay on track.

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After Flight

Export the flight log from
the navigation software and take
a moment to debrief your flight.
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Report any Airspace Infringement
and other incidents.
