Flight Data Monitoring (FDM) is a
“systematic, pro-active and non-
punitive program”, which aims to
improve aviation safety by
collecting and analyzing digital
flight data.

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ORO.AOC.130 Flight data monitoring — aeroplanes

(a)  The operator shall establish and maintain a flight data monitoring programme, which shall be
integrated in its management system, for aeroplanes with a maximum certificated take-off mass
of more than 27 000 kg.

(b)  The flight data monitoring programme shall be non-punitive and contain adequate safeguards
to protect the source(s) of the data.
